Just as the selected prayers shared here are only a fraction of the thousands of entries within the “Books 
of Prayers”, all the written records represent only a faint echo of the words whispered by pilgrims in their 
hearts in front of the tomb of A. C. Stojan in the Royal Chapel of the Velehrad Basilica.

Among many others, we can emphasize here the answer to numerous public and private prayers for 
the healing of Archbishop Jan Graubner, who at the time was the Archbishop of Olomouc, through the 
intercession of A. C. Stojan: he not only survived a critical condition caused by coronavirus, but he was 
completely healed and in a short time he became the Primate of the Czech Church. Bishop Josef Hrdlič-
ka, Auxiliary of Olomouc, reflects: “For a hundred years, our people have been waiting for the beatification of Daddy Sto-
jan, and this is a remarkable sign. The current Holy Father Francis also wholeheartedly stands on the side of the poorest and most 
needy people on this planet (just as Archbishop Stojan stood in his era and in his sphere of influence). This could serve as a unique 
story for those who are to evaluate this answered prayers.” May it happen!
