BRIGHTENED FACE

People are able to show their face only
when they lay down their mask. We, too,
wear it. We show something - a sweet
and nice appearance, a made-up smile,
or, on the other hand, a stand-offish face,
neutral neutrum, so that nothing would
escape on the outside. Behind a mask we
are hidden in a relative safeness against
poisonous judgements of both our neig-
hbourhood and introspective attempts of
people who are close to us. At home, but
not too much happy, because we hide
many things. Also our doubts, our hesitati-
ons, our staggerings, and our falls. Maybe
even a bit of hope we hide — so that no one
would curse it.

These are, surprisingly, one step ahead.
They have done their crime, they have it in
their mask, they have their trauma. Now,
something dropped out of them, from
the bottom of their souls, in a biblical way
»de profundis” A piece of their face. An
attempt to express it all, in some way, to
throw it out, to translate their loses and
findings to one common denominator.
Maybe awkwardly, perhaps only hastily, or
artlessly, roughly. Many times with tension
when in spite of all the switched on perso-
nal constraints and control mechanisms
a human face shows through. Human.

We perceive it with hope that also the
most elevated Face, the source of our life,
will be revealed to us: May God light up His
face above them and be merciful to them!
May God light up His face above us and be
merciful to us! (Nu 6:25).

A motto of this international competition
is ,Discover the Face of Life” The Czech
Republic, too, had a dignified represen-
tation in this competition. Its collection
belonged to the best ones. With some of
our authors or, more precisely, with their
works we could meet here at Velehrad also
in previous years. Visitors to Vienna, Edin-
burgh, New York, Budapest, Roma but also
to France, Germany, Lebanon have already
had the opportunity to see the exhibited
works. This year this exhibition came to the
Moravian village of Velehrad.

We want to introduce you to about for-
ty winning pictures that won leading posi-
tions. In them let us perceive and search for
not only their artistic and creative value.
Rather, let us try to look at the internal
fight of a man who by this means strives
to put up with his or her past, with his or
her conscience and fate. Simply, they try
to reveal the Face of their life.

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DISCOVER THE FACE OF LIFE!

This was the theme of the first ever international
art contest for prisoners, organised by the Internati-
onal Commission of Catholic Prison Pastoral Care
(ICCPPC) in 2005-2006.

The contest was organised with the help of the
local prison chaplains from 105 member countries of
the ICCPPC. Prisoners were invited to contribute the-
ir drawings and paintings, with all media accepted.
National prison chaplains submitted the entries to
Vienna, where an international awards committee
selected some 200 winners who received certificates
of distinction and cash awards.

More than 1500 submissions from 49 countries
and areas from all five continents were received. The-
se included: Argentina, Australia, Austria, Belgium,
Bolivia, Brazil, Burundi, Cameroon, Canada, Chile,
Columbia, Cuba, Cura,ao, Czech Republic, Ecuad-
or, Estonia, France, Germany, Ghana, Guadeloupe,
Hungary, India, Italy, Kenya, Lesotho, Luxembourg,
St. Lucia, Madagascar, Mexico, Netherlands, New Zea-
land, Nigeria, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Philippines,
Poland, Romania, Rwanda, Scotland, Slovenia, Sou-
th Africa, Sweden, Switzerland, Tonga, United States
of America, Uruguay, Venezuela and Zambia. Head
of the awards committee was L Onorevole Signo-
re Giuseppe Mannino, an internationally known
artist and President of the City Council of Rome.

The first prize was awarded to a woman who is
imprisoned in Guayaquil, Ecuador. She received 1.000
USD and a certificate. You may wish to read what she
wrote in her diary when she learned that she has won.
You find it - with her permission of course - among the
selected responses at the end of this catalogue.

The first exhibition of the paintings took place
in the United Nations Centre at Vienna, April-May

2006, on the occasion of the meeting of the United
Nations Commission on Crime Prevention and Crimi-
nal Justice. It was opened by the UN Director General,
Mr. Antonio Maria Costa. He thanked the ICCPPC for
this innovative project which encouraged prisoners to
develop their creative talents, and to bring their views
of life, their struggles and their hopes, to the attention
of the public. After the end of this exhibition, the UN
Office on Drugs and Crime wrote a letter to ICCPPC:

...It is time to say goodbye to the ICCPPC prisoner
exhibition that is leaving the Vienna International
Centre today to travel soon to Edinburgh. The exhibi-
tion was a great success; and the many expressions
of interest and queries received from the public, the
media and UN agencies (some even thinking to repli-
cate the event) confirm that it was a premiere for the
UN to hold such an event. So, thank you for sharing
with us these beautiful pieces of art and for ICCPPC's
wonderful work in giving hope to prisoners around
the world...

In July 2006, the pictures were presented in an
exhibition in the Viennese Dom-Museum (Museum of
the Cathedral), and in September 2006 in an exhibi-
tion in the parliament of Edinburgh. Further invitati-
ons for exhibitions: New York, Budapest, Rome, Czech
Republic, France, Lebanon and
Germany.

We regret that we are unable to include every
work of art from among the more than 1500 submi-
tted in this catalogue - because every contribution
is an authentic expression of a concrete individual
behind bars. Nevertheless, | hope that this booklet
reflects what they want to communicate and gives an
overview of this unique and global collection of priso-
ners art.

Iwould like to thank all those who have supported
this art contest, especially the ICCPPC members, the
local prison chaplains who facilitated the organisati-
on, and first of all: allinmates who participated in this
great manner.
